Dear Agbiz member,
Over the weekend the Ministers of Tourism and Trade and Industry gazetted new Directions under Regulation 10 of the lockdown Regulations and the Competition Act. Herewith a brief summary of the latest directives:

Tourism

Directions to those accommodating foreign tourists

· Foreign tourists who cannot presently return to their country of origin and tourists in quarantine are required to stay at their accommodation;

· All other tourism accommodation is suspended;

· The regulations provide for the necessary mitigation measures which these institutions must take to ensure the safety of their staff.

Trade and Industry

Regulations on the Competition Tribunal rules for COVID 19 excessive pricing

· The Minister previously made regulations prohibiting suppliers and retailers of essential goods from imposing excessive prices to take advantage of the demand created by the current pandemic. 

· The contents of the prohibition was set out in Regulation 4 of the lockdown Regulations; 

· These regulations merely set out the procedure that must be followed to lodge a complaint / allegation of a contravention.
