MESSAGE FROM AGBIZ:

Dear Agbiz member,
The Ministers of Employment and Labour has made amendments to the Direction for the Temporary Employer/Employee Relief Scheme and the Acting Minister of Communications and Digital Technologies has issued a new direction under Regulation 4(10) of the Level 4 Regulations. Herewith the key points: 

Employment and Labour

The TERS Direction has been amended to the following effect:

· The benefit is extended from those who have temporarily lost an income to include those employees required to take annual leave;

· An employer who required their employees to take annual leave may offset this cost using amounts claimed under the TERS from the UIF;

· Employers are encouraged, although not required, to pay employees upfront and claim back from the UIF to speed up the flow of benefits to employees. 

Risk-adjusted strategy for the communications and digital tech sector

The Directions are intended to further set out which subsectors within the communication and digital tech sector can now operate under Level 4 but were not allowed to under the full lockdown, these includes:

· Manufacturing of ICT infrastructure;

· Construction and related services required by the ICT sector;

· Wholesale and retail selling of ICT;

· Productions for local broadcast and live streaming in support of Covid-19;

· Advertising agencies;

· Film and television productions using local cast and crew, subject to restrictions;

· Postal and courier services;
