National Road Situation

At this time, we can confirm road closures N3 between Harrismith and Cedara as well as N2 still persists. No trucks will be permitted to enter or depart the Durban metro at this time. We are coordinating to ensure passage from reefer to Durban is manned and secured at hot spot areas. 

Natcor Rail 

Rail operations in the province are still non-operational.

Cold Storage Facilities

All cold stores have closed and operations have ceased. All cold stores are fully intact and secure. CGA will be in discussion with applicable cold stores to increase security to ensure safety and security of cargo, staff and trucks that are transporting to and from facilities.  

Port Container Terminals

Operations at the ports terminals are mostly non-operational. At this time DCT Pier 1 and 2 have very limited gangs working vessels but landside operations mostly non-operational.

Movement of Persons in the Metro

Due to taxi's, buses and trains opting to not operate, staff are not able to travel to places of work. We understand that the main fuel refinery is closed and fuel distribution has ceased at this time.

DALRRD and PPECB
DALRRD and PPECB offices in Durban are closed.

General

We are urging that stakeholders heed the seriousness of the present circumstances and take close note of the communication and guidance that is provided. We need to ensure that firstly staff are safe and secure at their places of work in Durban, that road networks are safe and secure and that cold stores, supporting facilities, transporters and port terminals are functioning prior to dispatching trucks and rail to Durban. 

We will update daily on the situation.
